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MEMORANDUM FOR ALL AEROMEDICAL EVACUATION UNIT COMMANDERS
FROM: HQ AFRC/SG
SUBJECT: Aerospace Medicine Course (AMP) Prerequisites

1. The purpose of this memorandum is to clarify procedures for physicians (AFSC 44X, 45X, and 48X)
requesting approval to attend USAF School of Aerospace Medicine (SAM) Aerospace Medicine Courses
prior to Commissioned Officer Training Course (COT)/Reserve Commissioned Officer Training Course
(RCOT).

2. Completion of COT/RCOT is a prerequisite for all course attendees. Unfortunately, the shortage of
COT/RCOT course quotas precludes attendance for some physicians. USAFSAM/CC and the
USAFSAM Aerospace Medicine Course Director are cognizant of our critical need to resolve this
administrative impasse and have agreed to permit us some flexibility. When HQ AFRC/SGSG confirms
that efforts were made to schedule COT/RCOT prior to attending the Aerospace Medicine Primary
Course, but a quota was not available, the individual's commander may request a waiver through written
certification that the individual is proficient in basic officership skills. The requirement for physician
accessions to complete COT/RCOT within the 1-year time frame is not eliminated; however, it is no
longer an absolute prerequisite for attending the Aerospace Medicine Course at Brooks AFB, Texas.
Documented local mentoring in military customs, courtesies, and bearing by the applicant’s AES
commander and Operations Group commander and completion with a passing score of the
nonresident/distance portion of the RCOT program may be substituted for the COT/RCOT as a course
prerequisite ONLY. Completion of this nonresident, web-based training and test is a dual-purpose
requirement in that it is also a prerequisite for attending the residence portion of RCOT at Maxwell AFB,
Alabama. This flexibility permits us to continue to access and train our next generation of physicians.

3. The Aerospace Medicine Course applicant should initiate the memorandum at Attachment 1. The
AES commander and Operations Group commander will sign and forward the memorandum to
USAFSAM/CC, 2602 West Gate Rd., Brooks AFB, Texas, 78235-5252 with a courtesy copy to

HQ AFRC/SGSG, 155 Richard Ray Boulevard, Robins AFB GA 31098-1635. This will certify that the
applicant without COT/RCOT has completed the mentoring program and RCOT on-line test. Please
ensure this is received by USAFSAM/CC 60 days before the course start date.
