Flying Class 1/1A

Class I:  Qualifies for selection into Enhanced Flight Screening and commencement of UPT

Class IA:  Qualifies for selection and  commencement into UNT.

Flying Class II

Qualifies undergraduate flight training students and rated officers for continued flying duties.

Qualifies physician applicants for AMP training.

Rated Officers:  Pilot, Navigator, Astronaut, Flight Surgeon

Categorical Flying Class II

Flying Class IIA:  Duty in low G aircraft

Flying Class IIB:  Duty in non-ejection seat aircraft

Flying Class IIC:  Duties as specified in remarks section of AF 1042, and as noted on SF 88 or AF 1446 (waivers are granted by HQ USAF/XOOT)

Flying Class III

Qualifies individual for NON-RATED duties.

EXAMPLES:  Flight Engineer, Loadmaster, Boom Operator, Radio Operator, Flight Nurse, Aeromedical Evacuation Tech
