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The Flight Surgeon’s Reference Desk
The Aeromedical Library announces a Flight Surgeon’s Reference Desk to serve Air Force medical professionals involved in operational medical support to USAF aircrews worldwide. A flight surgeon, flight nurse, or aerospace physiologist can consult a librarian by telephone or email and receive rapid delivery of information on topics in aerospace medicine and related disciplines.
This service proposes to complement, but not duplicate, the existing AFMS Knowledge Center.  The Flight Surgeon’s Reference Desk provides: (1) responses to inquiries from medical professionals working in Aerospace Medicine, and (2) customized literature searches and selective PDF delivery of technical reports from our extensive collection.
The Reference Desk brings the library’s expertise and extensive resources to the physician on the flightline.  This is not an unaccustomed role for the Aeromedical Library, which has long served as the information resource in Aerospace Medicine.
