INSTRUCTIONS FOR SETTING CORNEAL TOPOGRAPHER SCALE
The USAF Aviation and Special Duty Photorefractive Keratectomy (PRK) Waiver and Surveillance Program requires that all corneal topography (CT) submissions be formatted in TANGENTIAL view using a standard dioptric scale (38.5 to 50.0 Diopter range, 0.50 Diopter increments).  While there is no manufacturer specific requirement, Humphrey CT devices are commonly utilized by AF clinics. Therefore, the instruction steps below are based on the Humphrey Corneal Topography model 995.  For other Humphrey CT model, the procedures should be the same or similar.  If you are using a different CT, refer to your operator’s handbook for specific instructions.

For The Humphrey Corneal Topography Model 995, to set in the required Dioptric scale:

 
1.  On Main Menu Screen:
Click 'Utilities' 

2.  On ‘Utilities” Screen:
Click 'Change Standard Scale' Button

3.  On ‘Change Standard Scale’ screen:
Click on ‘Use Standard Default’ button

a. Increment Scale should display 0.50

b. Hi and Low Values should display 50.00 and 38.50 respectively

c. IF the increment, high and low values are incorrect, use the appropriate arrow to adjust to the correct settings

d. EXIT this screen by Clicking ‘OK’ button

4.  On ‘Utilities’ Screen:
Click On 'Change Preferences' Button

5.  On ‘Change Preference’ screen:
Click on ‘Set Default Scale’ Arrow 

a. Select ‘Standard’ from drop-down list.

b. Click on ‘OK’ button

6.  On ‘Utilities’ Screen:
Click On 'Return to Main Menu' Button
The Humphrey CT will now automatically default to the scale required by The USAF Aviation and Special Duty Photorefractive Keratectomy (PRK) Waiver and Surveillance Program.
IAW the Aviation PRK program policy, ensure Aviation PRK corneal topographies are printed in the requested standard dioptric scale.  The program requires submission of an original color corneal topography with an Aviation PRK application and all post-op evaluations.
