INSPECTING SUBSISTENCE FOR DeCA STORES

AND DeCA RESALE CONTRACTS/AGREEMENTS

Resale Ordering Agreements (ROAs) are basic ordering agreements between DeCA and the manufacturers/suppliers for brand name resale items that consist of master terms and conditions identifying specific methods for ordering, invoicing, delivery, pricing, etc. 

- ROA numbers are constructed as follows: Example:  HDEC01-04-G-0000 (“G” in the ninth position determines that it is a ROA)  ROAs that have “03” (Fiscal Year 2003) or less in the 7th & 8th positions will have DECA01 in the ROA number, for example DECA01-03-G-0000.  

- Use the inspection requirements in the ROA Master Terms and Conditions to inspect these products located at http://www.commissaries.com/business/documents/bn-roa.pdf. 

Blanket Purchase Agreements (BPAs) are agreements between DeCA and the manufacturers/suppliers for either brand name or non brand name resale products with specific clauses/provisions for ordering, invoicing, delivery, pricing, etc.  The brand name BPAs will eventually be converted to ROAs.  

-  BPA numbers are constructed as follows: Example:  HDEC02-04-A-0000 (“A” in the ninth position determines that it is a BPA)  BPAs that have “03” (Fiscal Year 2003) or less in the 7th & 8th positions will have DECA02 in the BPA number, for example DECA02-03-A-0000.  

-  Use the current BPA inspection requirements, which are located at www.commissaries.com/business/documents/BPAInspRqmtsJan2002.doc.

Indefinite-Delivery Type Contracts (IDTCs)  (Indefinite Quantity Contracts or IQCs and Requirements Type Contracts or RTCs are in this category) are competitively awarded contracts for non brand name resale items or resale services.

 - IDTC numbers are constructed as follows: Example:  HDEC02-04-D-0000 (“D” in the ninth position determines that it is an IDTC)  IDTCs that have “03” (Fiscal Year 2003) or less in the 7th & 8th positions will have DECA02 in the IDTC number, for example DECA02-03-D-0000.  

 - Use the most current version of the technical data sheet (TDS) to inspect these products located at http://www.commissaries.com/business/tech_data.htm .  Copies of the contracts may be found at  http://www.commissaries.com/business/contracting.cfm. 

We do not consider it necessary for medical food inspection personnel to attempt to maintain copies of DeCA contracts/purchase agreements.  You should have the current  inspection requirements and know how to identify the type of contract/purchase agreement.  The ROA inspection requirements, BPA inspection requirements, and the DeCA TDSs are available on DeCA’s website as noted above.
