SUBJECT: Implementation of Military Immunizations Tracking Software (MITS)





All Medical Group Commanders will ensure historical immunizations data for active duty members are entered into MITS and transmitted to the Defense Eligibility Enrollment Reporting System (DEERS), NLT I5 Sep 98. Implementation by this date will ensure that MITS is fully operational and that a solid DEERS interface has been established to perform effective tracking of anthrax immunizations.





MTF Executive Teams will invest those resources required to ensure easy and complete access to immunizations and compliance with national standards of competency and the highest immunization rates possible. Our goal is getting the right people the right immunizations at the right time. This is a top priority.





Progress toward our goal will be tracked using automated reports created by DEERS and the Air Force Performance Measurements Tool. MAJCOM/SGs are responsible for tracking individual base execution using reports generated by OPHSA and forwarded through AFMOA to the MAJCOMs.

Military Immunizations Data Collection





Four Criteria must be met to ensure complete implementation of MlTS. Each is equally important and must be completed by 15 September 98 to ensure proper tracking. The criteria include:





1. Installation of the most current version of the program.





Due to the frequent changes required by an evolving system, it is imperative that immunizations personnel check the School of Aerospace Medicine Home Page to ensure they have the current program version. The URL is http://wwwsam.brooks.af.mil/eh/html/MITSASIMS.html-ssi, and it should be checked at least weekly. The file to be downloaded is "MITS.EXE" and at the extreme left of the screen you will see the date of the most current version. This date should be compared against the date found within the immunizations tracking system on the "About Screen". POC for this issue is Capt Rebecca Myatt. DSN 240 3730.





2. Access to data received from the Personnel Data System.





Due to the requirement to track immunizations for all base personnel, it is important to have good personnel demographics to populate MlTS. This is best accomplished via the DP-SG interface with the Personnel Data System. This allows daily updates from the personnel system and is currently maintained by Public Health or Physical Exams at most sites. This link is necessary to allow generation of weekly compliance reports and "Immunizations due" rosters for squadrons. The POC for this issue is  Capt Rebecca Myatt. DSN 240-3730.





3. Entry of Historical Immunizations.





To systematically track immunizations, historical vaccinations must be entered into the system. All previous Immunizations need not be entered. For vaccines given in a series, for instance, Hepatitis B, only the last (or most recent) shot in the series need be entered. If the patient has received the first two immunizations, only the second shot should be entered, however, YOU must ensure that it is marked as the second shot in the series. If all three immunizations have been given, only the third shot in the series need be entered, making sure to note that it is the third in the series. For immunizations such as OPV or Typhoid, only the initial (for one time good deal immunizations) or most recent need be entered.  At the same time immunizations data is entered, the most recent TB Skin test should also be entered. Commanders must ensure resources required to meet the prescribed deadline are made available.





4. Connection and transmission of data to DEERS





DEERS is the repository for a11 DoD immunizations. To accomplish transmission of data to DEERS, the most current version of the program must be used and at least one machine using MITS must be connected to the Internet. After an internet connection is established, the site must obtain a  DEERS username and password from Colonel Robert Williams at HQ ACC/SGOP, DSN 574-1268.
